Inside the precincts, fairs
and markets open to sell various goods such
as ground cherries and battledores to many
visitors. The gate "Kaminarimon", symbol of
Asakusa, is a main gate to the temple.

F Dedicated to Hajino Nakamoto and Hinokuma
brothers, Hamanari and Takenari who found and
came to understand the miracle-working of the
principal icon of Sensoji Temple. In 1649, the
shrine pavilion of the classic architectural style,
or Gongen-zukuri, was dedicated by Tokugawa
lemitsu, third tycoon of the Tokugawa shogunate,
and has been designated as a nationally important
cultural property. The annual shrine festival
"Sanja Matsuri®, one of the three biggest festivals
in Edo era, is still held in every May.
